2010 DISTASTER RECOVERY 

Eligible Activities (not an all inclusive list) 
· Elevating flood-prone homes or businesses if damaged during the disaster.
· Acquisition of (and either demolishing or relocating) flood-prone homes from willing owners and returning the property to open space. The local government becomes the new owner of the property. When federal funds are used to purchase the home or building use of the land is restricted to open space, recreation or wetlands in perpetuity.  
· Repair of water and gas pumping stations, lines and meters damaged in the disaster.
· Back-up system, including permanent generators for raw water intake and purification if adversely affected by disaster.
· Minor flood control projects that do not duplicate the flood prevention activities of other federal agencies may be eligible.
· Localized flood control projects such as certain ring levees and floodwall systems that are designed specifically to protect critical facilities if threatened by disaster.
· Storm water management projects may be eligible.
· Repair of roadways including bridges and culverts damaged during disaster.
· Erosion control projects may be eligible in affected areas of disaster.
· Increase capacity of infrastructure lines if damaged by disaster.
· Public education programs regarding disaster preparation. 
· Governmental Building Rehab is Permissible.

Ineligible Activities (not an all inclusive list) 

· Construction of emergency equipment such as boats and 4-wheel drive vehicles.
· Emergency vehicles
· Emergency communication systems not dependent on towers.
· Emergency alert sirens.
· Battery operated weather alert radios for schools, public buildings, etc. 
· Constructing a new emergency shelter or fueling station (that will not be used for any other purpose).
· Rehabilitating and/or expanding an emergency shelter that was not physically damaged.
· Buying and installing a reverse 911 system to alert homeowners of an emergency (unless a system already existed and failed to function correctly).
· Purchasing new mobile command centers (i.e. not replacing ones that were damaged).
